Bill has been repairing the water systems 

that feed the two watering troughs on the Doc Larson Trail and Fascination Springs Trail. He has been paying out of his 

own pocket for the materials needed to keep those troughs filled with water. The Corral voted to setup a Trail 

Maintenance Fund with a base $1000 to be used for area trail maintenance and voted to donate an initial $200 from this 

fund to Bill to purchase more pipe to replace the pipe that was washed out during the rains. We also exchanged email 

addresses so we can be informed as to when he will be needing help with the installation of the pipe and doing other 

trail work. Terry said he would find out possible lower cost sources of materials. 

 

The Conservation Corp is currently working on the Doc Larson Trail and some of the other associated trails. The 

Rattlesnake Trail is reported to be in excellent condition at the moment with only one place where one must duck under 

a low hanging oak tree. 

 

While there has not been a final report of how the Trail Trials did, there were apparently 54 riders registered. Outside of 

an injury and a lost horse (which is still missing as of this writing), for the most part, they all had a good day. According 

to estimates, we hope to be presenting a $1000 check to ETI National from the proceeds of this event. Thanks to all who 

participated and volunteered. 

 

Terry Kaiser, Linda Fullerton, myself and Bert Bonnett attended and helped out with three horses at the CTUC Operation 

Super Canyon Sweep. All told, we filled a 45 cubic yard dumpster with trash, lots of camaraderie and horse rides for the 

kids.
